Contractors Announced for New Technical Assistance Contract 

The new technical assistance contract for Hazardous Materials, Abandoned Mine Lands, and Physical Hazards has been awarded to three different companies:

· Ecology And Environment, Inc.,

· Science Applications International Corp.,

· and TetraTech, Inc. 

Two of the three companies have offices in all of the western states served by BLM, Tetra Tech services most BLM states.

The new technical assistance contract covers the same procurement activities as previous contracts, a new section has been added for physical hazards.  The new contract is a BPA under the GSA schedule.  Each BPA is a fixed-price contract with one of the three contractors.  The government statement of work will be offered to all three contractors, the contractor’s bid and technical response to the statement of work will be evaluated and the BPA will be offered to the winning bidder.  The process of bidding and awarding the BPA is expected to to take no more than a week and can be considerably less.  Statements of work are expected to be somewhat more complex than those previously offered under the Dynamac contract.
