CRAWLER TRACTOR WITH DOZER ATTACHMENT

(VERBAL QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS)

1. What is a dozer attachment?

Answer:  A push blade assembly or other mechanisms mounted on the tractor.

2. What is meant by down pressure?

Answer:  A downward force on the blade exerted by double acting hydraulic hoist rams, which are mounted on the tractor frame.

3. In freezing weather why should machine be parked on planks rather than in the mud?

Answer:  So the tracks will not freeze to the ground.

4. What damage will result from allowing a blade edge to wear excessively?

Answer:  The blade support edge of the moldboard may be damaged so that a new cutting edge cannot be installed without effecting major repairs to the moldboard.

5. Why should winch cables be inspected frequently?

Answer:  So they can be changed before they break causing delays, or possible serious injuries to personnel.

6. Why should a pole or sharp ridge be crossed diagonally?

Answer:  To prevent the machine from rearing up and coming down hard.

7. What type of dozer assembly should be used for side casting?

Answer:  Angle dozer.

8. For what operations would a dozer blade be used in a floating position?

Answer:  In cleaning the dirt off pavement or in back-dragging to smooth the surface.

9. What is the purpose of back-blading?

Answer:  To smooth the loose material.

10. For what type of work would a tilt blade be used?

Answer: Ditching, making side hill cuts, crowning roads and stumping.

11. What is the danger in running a dozer parallel to a foundation wall in back filling?
