Subject: Off-Highway Vehicle Update 
 
The purpose of this IB is to share some of the latest information concerning 
Off-Highway Vehicle Implementation in the Montana/Dakotas.  Attached is a 
summary of the OHV Priority Planning Areas submitted by the field offices in 
December.  An OHV Monitoring Evaluation conducted in October 2003, in 
conjunction with the Interagency OHV Implementation Team and the Custer 
National Forest, is being sent under separate cover (not available 
electronically).  
 
Identifying the OHV priority areas by December 2003, was one of the first 
goals to reach after the Record of Decision (ROD) was signed.  Field office 
staffs are to be commended for completing this first step on schedule.  The 
next major commitment is to initiate planning for the high priority areas 
within 2 years of June 2003, and within 5 years of June 2003, for the 
moderate priority areas.  Our challenge will be to complete travel planning 
along with our other priorities without additional funding. 
 
The Custer National Forest monitoring report is provided for your information 
so you can get an idea of the type of information reviewed.  Next year one 
national forest and one BLM office will participate in a monitoring 
evaluation which will be our first in BLM since our ROD was signed.  Field 
offices will be contacted next fall for a recommendation.  If you have any 
questions regarding this information or have OHV-related questions, please 
contact Richard Hopkins at 406-896-5037.
