BLM Road Mai ntenance Levels - The assigned mai ntenance | evel reflects the
appropriate mai ntenance that best fits the Transportati on Managenent

bj ectives for planned managenent activities. Roads will be prioritized for
mai nt enance needs or may be maintained at | ower |evels dependi ng upon funding.

Level 1 Roads where mini num rmai ntenance is required to protect adjacent
| ands and resource values. These roads are no | onger needed and
are closed to traffic; the objective is to renove these roads from
the transportati on system

(M ni mum standards for Level 1) - Enphasis is given to naintaining drai nage
and runoff patterns as needed to protect adjacent |lands. G ading, brushing,
or slide removal is not perforned unl ess roadbed drai nage i s being adversely
af fected, causing erosion. Cosure and traffic restrictive devices are

mai nt ai ned.

Level 2 Roads where the nmanagenent objectives require the road to be
opened for limited administrative traffic. Typically, these roads
are passabl e by high clearance vehicl es.

(M ni mum standards for Level 2) - Drainage structures are to be maintained as
needed. Grading is conducted as necessary to correct drainage problens.
Brushing is conducted as needed to allow administrative access. Slides nmay be
left in place provided they do not adversely affect drainage.

Level 3 Roads where managenent objectives require the road to be open
seasonal ly or year-round for comrercial, recreation, or high
vol unme adninistrative access. Typically, these roads are natura
or aggregate surfaced, but may include | ow use bituni nous surfaced
roads. These roads have defined cross section w th drainage
structures (e.g., rolling dips, culverts, or ditches). These
roads nmay be negotiated by passenger cars traveling at prudent
speeds. User confort and conveni ence are not considered a high
priority.

(M ni mum standards for Level 3) - Drainage structures are to be maintained as
needed. Gading is conducted to provide a reasonable |level of riding confort
at prudent speeds for the road conditions. Brushing is conducted as needed to
i mprove sight distance. Slides adversely affecting drainage receive high
priority for renoval, otherwise they will be renpved on a schedul ed basi s.

Level 4 Roads where managenent objectives require the road to be open al
year and to connect mmjor features (recreation sites, |ocal road
systens, administrative sites, etc.) to County, State, or Federa
roads. Typically, these roads are single or double I|ane,
aggregate, or bitum nous surface, with a higher vol unme of
comrercial and recreational traffic than adm nistrative traffic.

(M ni mum standards for Level 4) - The entire roadway is maintained at |east
annual |y, although a preventative nai ntenance program nmay be establi shed.
Probl ems are repaired as di scovered.

These roads may be closed or have linited access due to snow conditions.



Level 5 Roads where managenent objectives require the road to be open al
year and are the highest traffic volune roads of the
transportati on system

(M ni mum standards for Level 5) - The entire roadway is nmaintained at |east
annual |y and a preventative maintenance programis established. Problens are
repaired as discovered. These roads may be closed or have limted access due
to snow conditions.






Mai nt enance Level - Trails

The assigned naintenance | evel reflects the appropriate |evel of naintenance
required to neet nanagenent objectives

Level 1 Trails closed to nmotorized and non-notorized use. This level is
t he m ni num mai nt enance required to protect adjacent |ands and
resource values. The objectives may be to renove these trails
fromthe trail system

(M ni mum standards for Level 1) - Enphasis is given to naintaining drai nage
and runoff patterns as needed to protect adjacent |ands. Brushing and renova
of hazards are not perforned unless trail drainage is being adversely affected
causing erosion. Cosure devices are naintained.

Level 2 Low use trail with little or no contact between parties. Little
or no visitor use nanagenent. Visitors may encounter
obstructions |ike brush and deadfall.

(M ni mum standards for Level 2) - Repairs will be done at the beginning of the
season to prevent environmental danage and maintain access. Enphasis is given
to maintaining drainage and nmitigating hazards. The trail may be signed “ Not
regularly Maintained”. Mjor repair may not be done for several seasons.

Level 3 Moderate use trail with visitor use on a seasonal/and or peak use
period with frequent contact between parties. Trail managenent is
conducted with occasional visitor use patrols. Visitors are not
likely to encounter obstructions.

(M ni mum standards for Level 3) - Major repairs shall be conpleted annually.
Mai nt enance shall be scheduled two to three tines per season, if required, to
repair the trail to prevent environnental damage and to maintain access.

Trail is kept in good condition

Level 4 Hi gh use trail during specific times of the year with high
frequenci es of contact between parties. Regularly schedul ed
visitor use patrol and managenent.

(M ni rum st andards for Level 4) - Schedul ed nai ntenance shall occur frequently
(three or four tinmes) during the use season. Trail condition and
accessibility for persons with disabilities are major concerns. Significant
repairs shall be conpleted within 10 workdays.

Level 5 A special high use trail with routine high visitor
use, patrols and managenent.

(M ni mum st andards for Level 5) - Has a schedul ed mai ntenance program Trai
condition and accessibility for persons with disabilities are a najor concern
Significant repairs shall be conpleted w thin 2-3 workdays.
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
