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The State Director's Legacy Plan for Nevada includes an important goal – “balance acquisitions and

disposals.”  Outcomes are planned at 20,000 acres per year offered for disposal.  The Plan prescribes that

100,000 acres of public land will have been offered for disposal by end of Fiscal Year (FY) 2006.  For FY

2002 Annual Work Plan purposes, Nevada has a planned Workload Measurement under Program Element

EU of 91 cases for land disposals completed.  Proper training is needed to provide better success and

efficiency in  our effort to m eet these pla nned disp osals. 

Anothe r initiative for B LM N evada is the  passage o f Federal L and Tran saction Fa cilitation Ac t [P.L

106-248], with its Title II commonly known as the Baca Bill.  Some key provisions in the law need to be

discussed as well as development of policies and procedures in order to develop consistent understanding

for land disp osals and B aca applic ability.
