Defensive Driving Requirement 

All BLM employees who drive government vehicles or who drive leased vehicles for government business are required to provide proof of completing a defensive driver training course before driving these vehicles.  A copy of the current certification card, form letter, or other certificate of completion must be filed with the State Safety Manager to provide proof of training.  A recent review of these files revealed that many employees in the State Office who drive assigned vehicles have not provided a copy of their training certification.  A list of employees who have had current certifications that will expire between February and April 2003 is attached.  All employees must have this certification on file before May 2, 2003, or their driving privileges will be suspended. 

In accordance with federal regulations, all employees whose duties require them to operate a motor vehicle are required to have a refresher course in driver training every 3 years.  The National Safety Council Defensive Driver Course is one of the nationally recognized courses that will fulfill this requirement.  The Utah Safety Council offers the course locally.  Classes will be offered from 8:00 – 12:00 a.m. at the Utah State Office on the following dates:

Tuesday, April 22 


Tuesday, April 1

Class size is limited to 30 students so reservations must be made in advance.  Sign up sheets will be posted on the safety bulletin board by the 4th floor break room.  If you are unable to attend one of these training sessions, you may attend a defensive driver-training course of your choice or contact 

the Utah Safety Council at  (801) 262-5400 to schedule a training session at your convenience.  Training costs may be charged to your government Master Card.  If you are unable to schedule classroom-training time, an interactive CD-ROM training course is available from American Automobile Association.  This training was approved and provided by DOI.  A copy of the CD is available from the State Safety Manager.
