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The Back Country Horsemen of America (BCHA) is a National organization dedicated to developing an ongoing communication network between saddle and pack stock users, their clubs and organizations, and the providers of back country recreational opportunities.  BCHA provides educational materials that encourage responsible back country use and create a positive image of saddle and pack stock users.  Many members of affiliated clubs and organizations enjoy recreational opportunities on public lands.  BCHA members have a history of participation with Federal managers of these public lands.

It is mutually beneficial for both the BCHA, through its state organizations and individual units, and the BLM to work cooperatively to further develop the conservation ethic of recreationists and imbue a greater understanding of the needs of saddle and pack stock users.  

Utah BLM and the BCHA have recently entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) to establish a general framework of cooperation upon which mutually beneficial educational programs, service projects, training seminars, development and maintenance of equestrian recreational opportunities and other activities may be planned and accomplished on BLM administered lands in Utah.

Attached is a copy of the MOU.  We encourage you to work with the BCHA and it’s chapters located throughout the State of Utah to promote partnership opportunities and educate, encourage and solicit active participation in sustaining use of the resources managed by BLM for equestrians and the general public.
