Fire Management Planning Training Session

This is to inform you of the upcoming Fire Management Plan (FMP) training session we have scheduled for January 23, 2004.  The goal of this training is to provide knowledge and understanding of the guidance for completing fire management plan (FMP) revisions.  The training is designed to assist Field Office personnel who will be providing input and preparing the FMPs.  The training will also provide participants an understanding of how to develop quantifiable suppression response objectives used in the Fire Program Analysis (FPA) system.

The target audience for this training includes field office personnel who will be preparing the FMPs (FMOs, interdisciplinary team leads, and non-fire resource specialists), those who will review FMPs for technical adequacy and policy issues (state FMP leads and planning and environmental coordination leads), and those who are responsible for implementing actions in the FMPs (field office managers and associate field office managers).  Additionally, cooperators and collaborators (other federal, state, and local entities involved in joint fire planning efforts) are welcome to participate in the session.

I request that field offices be somewhat familiar with the FMP requirements prior to attending the meeting – this will facilitate a useful question and answer session.  Support Center FMOs have attended a prior training session and will be able to provide background materials.  Field Offices, led by the FMOs, should review Fire Management Unit (FMU) development prior to the session.  If possible, Field Offices should bring a draft FMU map to the training session.  

Attached is a draft outline of the agenda.  If you would like for us to address additional aspects of fire planning, please provide feedback to Jolie Pollet by January 20, 2004.

Meeting Information:  The meeting will be held January 23, 2004 starting at 0800 and ending at 1630.
