PROGRAM AREA: Abandoned Mines
PURPOSE: The purpose of this IM is to distribute a DVD and video to each field office for use in one of your all employees meetings and presentations at local schools.
BACKGROUND:  In 1993, the Utah BLM State Office asked the Utah Abandoned Mine Reclamation Program to assist with funding to pay for the production of a video to educate the public of the dangers associated with abandoned mines.
