Interagency Recreation Travel Maps

The State Office, through it’s partnership with the U.S. Forest Service and the State of Utah, Department of Natural Resources, has a supply of the Interagency Recreation Travel Maps.  The maps currently available are double sided and are for the Salt Lake/Provo; Cedar City/
St. George; and Manti/Nephi quads.  We are sending you 20 copies of each and request you make them available in your public rooms for sale to the public.  The price for the map is $6.00.  This set price was agreed on by the Interagency OHV mapping committee.  The money from the sale of these maps should be identified through the BLM Collections and Billing System (CBS) in the special recreation map fund, sub activity 5700 (OHV) and the $3.00 per map profit will be available to you to purchase additional mapping products.  Additional copies of these maps can be acquired for $3.00 from the State Office public room.

We are expecting the Kings Peak/Duchesne and the Dutch John/Vernal maps to be printed in the next two months.  You will receive 20 copies as soon as we get our supply from the printer.  The Utah BLM Recreation program intends to provide this mapping information on-line in a “maps-on-demand” environment in the future.  Web-enabled mapping prototypes are currently under development and expected to be implemented next year.
The public and BLM’s partners have found these Recreation Travel maps to be helpful and in demand when they are made available.  We appreciate your efforts in making these available in your offices.
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
