Review of Oil and Gas Lease Stipulations for the Vernal Field Office 



Resource Management Plan (RMP) During the Week of April 5 -9, 2004
Instruction Memorandum (IM) No. UT-3003-092, Change 1, established a team of State Office specialists and requested a representative from the Vernal, Price, Richfield, Moab and Monticello field offices for the purpose of reviewing stipulations in the Vernal RMP. This meeting is intended to further improve consistency and understanding of lease stipulations on an EPCA Basin level in Utah.  In addition, representatives from the Colorado State Office and contiguous field offices in Colorado have also been invited to discuss consistency issues.  This team will also assess consistency on waiver, modification and exception language.
This is to inform team participants that the Oil and Gas Stipulation Review Team will meet at the Vernal Field Office conference room during the week of Monday, April 5 thorough Friday, April 9, 2004.  Attached is a copy of the stipulation team members, the proposed agenda, the stipulation review process, general policy guidelines for oil and gas category system and the definitions for waiver, modification and exceptions.  State Office specialist will not be required to participate in all of the sessions, but you will be required to participate in sessions involving your program.

During this workshop, the Vernal staff specialist will be expected to present proposed stipulations to the team for the purposes of determining whether stipulations are necessary, appropriate and consistent with the objectives of Washington Office Instruction Memorandum No. 2003-233.    

Again staff specialists are reminded that stipulations will be written in the Uniform Format and will serve as a protocol for consistent statewide application.  Please ensure that field office representatives bring a copy of their field office stipulations for review and consistency purposes.
