Oil and Gas Inspection and Enforcement Action Documentation Requirements for Fiscal Year (FY) 2003.  

Attached for Field Office implementation are newly established documentation and data entry requirements for oil and gas inspection and enforcement information.  The Version 3.1 release of the Automated Fluid Minerals Support System (AFMSS) contains new screen designs and data entry fields that require modification to the existing Washington Office documentation policy (WO IM 2001-127 issued on April 16, 2001).  This new documentation policy will become effective upon the release of AFMSS Version 3.1 on September 23, 2002.
