Pesticide Use Proposals

Instruction Memorandum No. UT 2002-016 issued in December 2001, provided guidance on review of Pesticide Use Proposals (PUP), more specifically that with the retirement of Larry Maxfield, the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Utah State Office no longer had a Certified State Office Pesticide Coordinator to review PUPs.  The IM also identified that Lori Armstrong agreed to and was designated to review the PUP documents prior to State Office approval.  Lori has done an excellent job in that role and I express my appreciation to her for helping with that important function for Utah BLM.

Jack Brown has been coordinating the pesticide program in the State Office and will continue with that assignment.  Jack is now also certified to review PUPs, which again provides for a Certified Pesticide Coordinator in the State Office.  Effective immediately, all PUPs will be sent to Jack Brown, in the State Office for review prior to approval by the Deputy State Director, Natural Resources.

As a reminder, all Field Offices must continue to maintain a log of all pesticide and biological proposals.  The Field Office Pesticide Use Coordinator will assign a unique number to each PUP based on year, state, office code and the number of proposals issued by the Field Office each year.  Field Offices are also required to keep records of any pesticide application and biological control insect releases by BLM, counties, and private contractors.  These records should be maintained for a minimum of 10 years.
