New Sensitive Plant Species List

Attached is the updated State Director’s sensitive plant species list for the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) in Utah.  This replaces the existing list that Utah BLM has been using per Instruction Memorandum No. UT 2001-081.  It is not substantially different from the previous list; however, there are a few changes.  To avoid confusion, listed and candidate species were removed from the list as they already have their own official designations.  A few species were either added or deleted and some necessary taxonomic corrections were made.  This updated list received substantial peer review from both inside and outside of BLM and represents our best scientific based effort to produce an accurate list that meets the direction contained in the BLM 6840 Manual. This list will be considered as a draft as it will continue to be evaluated and updated as necessary.

For animal species, Utah BLM will continue to use the Utah Division of Wildlife Resources (DWR) sensitive species list dated February 12, 1998.  This list applies only to those species that occur on BLM administered lands in the State.  Utah BLM will continue to use this 1998 list until further notice.

It is important that you continue to implement the direction contained in the 6840 Manual regarding management of special status species, including those on State Director sensitive species lists.  Please make certain that the appropriate field personnel are made aware of the availability of this updated list in order to ensure that these species are properly considered in environmental documents, land use plans, etc.
