Washington Office (WO) Instruction Memorandum (IM) No. 2004-085 gives direction to all State and Field Offices regarding comments by BLM employees on the recently released proposed changes to the grazing regulations.  This IM requires that internal BLM comments be compiled at the State Office level and forwarded to the Washington Office no latter than March 2, 2004.  Internal comments are NOT to be submitted through ePlanning as this system is to be used only by the public.  Public comments will be responded to in the final environmental impact statement whereas internal BLM comments will be considered predecisional and will not be responded to nor posted on the Internet.
All internal BLM comments regarding the DEIS and/or the proposed changes to the Grazing Regulations (43 CFR 4100), for the State of Utah, should be submitted to Larry Lichthardt no latter than close of business February 27, 2004.  Electronic submission of these comments via email is preferred.  Larry will consolidate the comments for the State and prepare the appropriate memorandum for submission of the comments from the State Director to the Washington Office.
Be sure to indicate if the comment is in regard to the proposed rule changes or the DEIS.  To be most effective comments should be specific and explain why the change is needed or give an example of the needed change.  When appropriate, please indicate which section, page and paragraph you are commenting on.
Further more, as a follow up to the letters sent out to County Commissioners, by the Washington Office, (see attachments 2 and 3 of WO IM No. 2004-085) Field Office Managers are to personally contact County Commissioners and encourage their involvement in the review and comment process.  If Field Office Managers are requested to present or discuss the proposed regulations and DEIS at County meetings a copy of a power point presentation is available for this use.
