During the summer of FY2001, a fee demonstration program evaluation was conducted in your Field Office in order to further demonstrate the ability to manage the fee program in the manner intended by Congress.  The Washington Office has now requested formal feedback concerning progress that has been made in terms of responding to the findings and recommendations that were given by the site evaluation team.

In anticipation of this request, Suzanne Garcia, requested offices provide this feedback several months ago.  To date, updates have been received from Fillmore and Moab.  Attached are copies of the updates provided.  

The purpose of this Instruction Memorandum is to formally request a response to the attached WO IM and give offices another opportunity to provide additional information concerning improvements and enhancements made to the sites evaluated.  Please review the final report of the evaluation, the earlier feedback you provided, and discuss any of the recommendation you may not be able to meet and why.  We realize that many of the recommendations will take some time to implement.  In addition, there are three questions that each office should respond to:

1. Were the findings and recommendations useful for helping and strengthening the program?

2. How did the staff address the findings and recommendations?

3. Did the staff solve findings in another way other than the recommend action?

a. If so, please explain how you resolved the finding.
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Overall, the sites evaluated are to be commended for implementing the primary tenets of the Recreation Fee Demonstration Act.  The Washington Office noted many of the exemplary practices in place at the sites evaluated.

Written responses to the request are due to the National Recreation Group by November 30, 2004.  Please provide your responses to Suzanne Garcia, by November 26, 2004.
