Program Areas:   Pesticide Use Report - Integrated Weed Management Report

Purpose:  Washington Office Instruction Memorandum No. 2004-106 requests the submission of a Pesticide Control Report and Integrated Weed Management Report from Utah for Fiscal Year 2003.  As directed by Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Manual Section 9011--Chemical Pest Control, Part 13C and H-9011-1, Part C.3, the BLM is required to submit an annual Pesticide Use Report to the Environmental Protection Agency.  In addition, the Integrated Weed Management Report is required by BLM Manual Section 9015--Integrated Pest Management, Part., 62.  Every office must complete and submit these reports even those that did not apply pesticides.

Policy/Action:
  Every Field Office is required to submit these reports.  The Integrated Weed Management Report must accompany the Pesticide Use Report in order to complete the task.  The examples and forms are identical to the ones used last year.  Even if your Field Office did not apply any pesticides, complete the Pesticide Use Report acknowledging the fact that no pesticide was applied.  The Integrated Weed Management Report needs to be completed even if no pesticide was applied since this report identifies additional means by which weeds are managed.

Each field office should submit the completed reports to the State weed and pesticide coordinator, Lisa Bryant, at the State Office for compilation.  Instructions for completing the reports and report formats and examples are included in the Washington Office IM 2004-106, which is attached.  Please submit an electronic copy to Lisa at the Utah State Office by April 5, 2004.
