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Poison Oak is widespread from Swiftwater (Tioga
Segment) to Toketee, growing as a shrub or vine.
The oil is contained in ALL parts of the plant, and
when touched, may cause a burning, itching rash

lasting from days to week. Wash immediately and
thoroughly if you touch any part of the plant.

Reactions vary and may require medical attention.
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NORTHWEST If this sign is posted at a
FOREST

trailhead, you must have a
Northwest Forest Pass to
park there. Annual or daily
passes may be purchased at
any Forest Service office, by

Eighty percent of the money from sales of passes goes
toward improving the recreational facilities on the Forest
where the passes were sold.

Passes are honored at other Forest Service fee
trailheads, boat launches, rustic campsites and visitor
centers throughout the National Forests in Washington
and Oregon.
