Located atop Flagstaff Hill, the main parking lot and exhibit building are on one level. 
Oregon Trail ruts at foot of Flagstaff Hill are accessible by trails.  
509 acre site includes Interpretive Center with exhibits, Leo Adler Theater, restrooms and shop, 
outdoor mine exhibit, nature viewing, picnic area, outdoor amphitheater, and outdoor wagon 
encampment. 
4 ½ miles of paved trails are designed at grades of 5% or less. Telescopes, shade shelters, 
benches and pullouts provide opportunities for rest and observation along the trails.   
Wheelchairs and strollers are available to borrow during your visit to the Interpretive Center.  
Hearing assistance devices are available by request to use in the theater. Videos are closed captioned.  
The Oregon Trail Shop with special interest books and educational items is open daily.
