I’m very disappointed in the WOPR plan and especially the Alternative selected as the preferred alternative.  I think that our remaining old growth forests are a national treasure and should be protected by government agencies rather than put on the auction block.  I don’t think that WOPR addresses the effects that cutting our mature and old growth forests will have on global warming and carbon storage adequately.

I also am concerned about the reduction of the riparian buffers.  The EPA is mandating thru the TMDL program that the watersheds reduce water temperature in many of the fish bearing streams and rivers.  WOPR reduces the protection rather than enhancing it which I think is a problem.

I think the B.L.M. should stay with the Northwest Forest Plan/No Action Alternative, which was developed through stakeholder compromise and was based on science.
