Dear Sirs:

We troubled to find out recently  that the Bureau of Land Management been using "new science" to revise the maps of Timber Management Areas (to be clearcut) and Late Successional Management Areas (to be protected for owl habitat) that are/were part of Alternative 2 of the W.O.P.R .  and also that the WOPR proposes revisions in streamside buffers to only 25 feet.

We are simply amazed that in this era of serious discussion about possible severe climate change and recent reports (cited in the Oregonian and the Register-Guard) of threatened fish populations directly as a result of rising stream temperatures, that the BLM would ignore such evidence and propose such a revision.

It should be noted that we are not alone in strongly opposing such a change. A coalition of eight hunting, fishing and conservation organizations also oppose the change.

We believe that the BLM needs to go back to the drawing board and develop new plans because NONE of the alternatives proposed address the severe difficulties that the management areas of the BLM face.

If we had to choose among those undesirable alternatives, we would have to choose the no change alternative.
