To whom it may concern:

I find the proposed revisions (WOPR) rather disturbing, and would urge you to reconsider this proposal.  Increased logging of old-growth and mature forests would not only start a bad precedent, but would have a devastating impact on the environment as well.  

These forests are home to numerous animal species, including some endangered species such as the Northern spotted owl and marbled murrelet.  As clear-cutting damages watersheds, resulting in erosion, increased sedimentation and temperature changes, the well-being of water-dwelling creatures such as trout and salmon is also placed in jeopardy.  

I would urge you to respect the terms of the Northwest Forest Plan and protect the health and integrity of our forests.  When we do harm to our environment, we only hurt the creatures which inhabit it, and, in the long run, ourselves.
