I have recently become aware of the BLM plans to increase the logging of mature and old growth timber on public lands and appreciate this opportunity to voice opposition.  It is my belief that BLM has an obligation to protect and manage our public lands.  Old growth redwood is irreplaceable, as I am sure you know.  Anyone who has had the opportunity to experience the splendor of these forests is surely in wonder.  

There is no way that we can ever recreate the western forestlands that our ancestors enjoyed and, unfortunately, utilized with abandon.  We now recognize that these are limited resources and we must responsibly manage these for our children and our children’s children.  

I see the one-year plan.  Occasionally I will see mention of a five or ten-year plan.  But where is the 100-year and the 500-year plan?  Since that is a closer approximation of the lifespan of the forest growth, wouldn’t that be more appropriate?
