I have lived as a neighbor of the BLM for 37 years.  During that time, I have hiked around a good deal of the public land adjacent to my property, and have also had the experience to see the damage caused by OHV.  
The very nature of OHV use is to make noise, spin tires and throw dirt.  While logging roads would be appropriate for OHV, those using them seldom want to stay on roads.  The fun is in making your own trails, or trying to go up or down steep slopes, all of which cause significant damage and erosion.  Because of OHV riders, OHV use is incompatible with good stewardship of public lands. 

I don’t believe that the BLM has any more responsibility to provide  OHV land (perhaps it should be ORV—off road vehicles—since that is the crux of the problem) than it does to provide for a drag strip or  race track.

Public land is limited.  The marketing that fuels OHV use is unlimited.  Please protect our lands for uses which are sustainable and not inherently damaging.
