A major factor in global warming is the destruction of the world’s forests.  Much attention is paid to the destruction of  rain forest in the Amazon and in Indonesia. Why is so little attention being  to the destruction of coastal rain forest in Oregon?  What economic and political forces are at play to continue logging in the face of a global climate?  These questions need to be asked and the answers need to be weighed against the economic advantage accorded to a few in the face of  economic and environmental disaster for many.  In addition, there is a unique waterfall called Devils Staircase in the Wassen creek area that needs to be preserved.  This feature alone has the potential to be of importance in the future long after we are all gone.
