I am unhappy to see that so much of the Plan is an apology for its conclusions; conclusions I suspect were mapped in advance of any impartial study.
The role of the BLM is not to minimally protect or fail to protect irreplaceable ancient forest so as to gain short-term timber revenue. The role of the BLM is not to narrowly protect the minimum number of species while forsaking the importance of the forest as a unified whole.

Please revisit the plan and recognize the critical nature of preserving what little remains of the ancient forest, with its entire unique eco-system.
