We feel very strongly that BLM Lands remain public.  We live next to tree farms owned be Weyerhauser and Capitol Forest (they were owned until the hostile takeover by Willamette Industries).

Since the takeovers we have observed a complete lack of respect for the local communities as well as a complete disregard for protection of our forests and their sustainability.  We own property next to the Little Luckiamute River and have watched as Weyerhauser has clearcut all the way to the rivers edge. (I thought that was supposed to be illegal).  We have watched as our neighbors have lost the trees on their property due to blowdown.  These trees were 2nd and 3rd growth trees.  Due to the clearcutting there is no buffer zone left.  I think these issues need to be addressed before any further logging is conducted.  What rights do property owners adjacent to tree farms have when their property is damaged due to the clearcutting by large corporations?  We don’t have the endless source of money to fight the corporations. 

It is time for Oregon to defend Oregonians rights when it comes to property protection as well as environmental protections.  We have nothing against logging, as long as it doesn’t infringe on others rights or doesn’t destroy the biodiversity of our  forests.
