I am writing to express my strong opposition to the WOPR which has been proposed by the BLM.  I think that the environmental cost far exceeds any economic gain from increased timber sale. This is especially true as any economic gain would be short term at best. 

I am especially concerned about the negative impact on endangered species which would be caused by putting roads into wilderness areas and reducing the remaining stands of old growth trees. I am also concerned about the negative impact that reducing the current stream buffers would have on water quality within watersheds that many communities rely upon for their drinking water. In addition reducing stream buffers would adversely affect rivers and streams where salmon spawn. 
I think that in this era of global heating we need to be extremely conservative in our decisions which effect what is left of natural ecosystems. It seems clear that we need to find ways to lessen the stressors which we place upon our environment and protect our remaining intact ecosystems if we are to avert potential catastrophic planetary changes.   
These issues have been well documented by eminent scientists. It is baffling to me that the BLM has wasted so much time and money designing a plan which is deeply flawed and stands almost no chance of surviving an inevitable challenge in court.
