Harry & David is a retail company, national in scope, with annual sales of over $600
million. Our corporate headquarters are located in Medford, Oregon, and our Southern
Oregon operations include approximately 2,500 acres of pear and peach orchards;
manufacturing, packing and distribution facilities; and a retail store.

The Bureau of Land Management WORP Alternative 2, is a compromise that appears to
meet the intent and requirements of the O&C Act and all the environmental laws that
protect endangered species, water quality, and water for fish. This alternative is
consistent with the intent of the O&C Act, which requires that these federal public lands
be managed for timber production for the benefit of the counties.
