REMARKS/MITIGATION:

Cultural/Native American: The Education/Discovery/NAGPRA Stipulation needs to be added to the

permit.

Education/Discovery/NAGPRA Stipulation

The National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) requires that if newly discovered cultural
resources are identified during project implementation, work in that area must stop and the
agency Authorized Officer notified immediately (36 CFR 800.13). The Native American Graves
Protection and Repatriation Act (NAGPRA), requires that if inadvertent discovery of Native
American Remains or Objects occurs, activity must cease in the area of discovery, a reasonable
effort made to protect the item(s) discovered, and immediate notice made to the BLM Authorized
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Officer, as well as the appropriate Native American group(s) (IV.C.2). Notice may be followed
by a 30-day delay (NAGPRA Section 3(d)). Further actions also require compliance under the
provisions of NHPA and the Archaeological Resource Protection Act.

Area of Critical Environmental Concern
Proposed activities would occur adjacent to the proposed Dotsero Crater ACEC. In order to
protect the ACEC geologic values which include the integrity of the crater rim, the applicant
would extract cinders from the wall within the previously disturbed area northeast of the crater
rim.

Reclamation
Following completion of extraction operations in a particular area, the applicant would reclaim
disturbed areas in accordance with the existing mining and reclamation plan and to the
satisfaction of the State of Colorado Division of Reclamation, Mining and Safety and the Bureau
of Land Management Glenwood Springs Field Office. These activities shall occur the first fall
following completion of mining extraction.

Road Maintenance
The applicant would perform road maintenance as needed to access operations. The applicant
shall complete these activities within the disturbed road corridor only and may not take material
from outside this area to perform maintenance. Maintenance shall not consist of sidecasting
material or removing material from the graded surface but by regrading materials within the
disturbed road corridor to improve access conditions.

Signage and Delineation
The applicant shall accurately and appropriately sign and delineate the permitted working area
within one year of the completion of the contract for the sale of volcanic cinder. Proper signage
is important to protect the general public and would allow the BLM to analyze and monitor the
operator’s progress with respect to surrounding resource concerns.

Volumetric Accountability
The applicant shall provide the BLM Glenwood Springs Field Office with volumetric or weighted
tags quarterly once activities commence. These tags would be used to evaluate the progress of
the applicant and to assess when a new contract needs to be initiated. These can be mailed to the
