DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED ACTION: The proposed action is to authorize a telecommunication
cabinet within the footprint of Garfield County’s approved communication site at Lookout Mountain
(COC-23456). The 10 x 6 foot above ground grated metal platform holds two equipment cabinets is
already inplace. The cabinet provides support to Sprint/Nextel’s wireless telecommunications equipment
on Garfield County’s Tower. During 2007’s compliance check, it was discovered that both Sprint-Nextel
and Garfield County were in trespass. Concurrently, Garfield County is requesting their communication
site lease to be changed from a facility owner and allowed to lease space.

Because the cabinet is not within the facility shelter, Sprint-Nextel must be approved under a 2800-14 to
be a Facility Manager. If approved, the applicant would not be allowed to lease additional space on their
cabinet without prior authorization.

CATEGORICAL EXCLUSION REVIEW: Right-of-way COC54381 was most recently reviewed for
NEPA compliance in the authorization covered by environmental analysis CO-078-3-1023 in February
1994, Other communication rights-of-way within the same footprint are COC55952 / American Tower,
COC55573 / Verizon Wireless, and COC13758 Garfield County.

REMARKS/MITIGATION:

Cultural Resource/Native American Concerns: Class I cultural resources inventories (GSFO#5499-10
and 1004-29) encompass the proposed action, No cultural properties were identified that are eligible or
potentially eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP). There would be no
direct impacts to cultural resources from the implementation of the proposed action. However, indirect
long-term cumulative impacts from increased access and the presence of project personnel could result in
a range of impacts to known and undiscovered cultural resources in the vicinity of the location. These
impacts could range from illegal collection and excavation to vandalism.

A standard Education/Discovery/NAGPRA Stipulation for cultural resource protection would be attached
to the permit. The importance of this stipulation should be stressed to permittee informing them of their
responsibilities to protect and report any cultural resources encountered. This is especially important
since the CCC picnic area, an historic property eligible for listing on the NRHP, is nearby.
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The following needs to be added to the permit and adhered to by all personnel involved in the proposed
action.

The National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) requires that if newly discovered cultural resources
are identified during project implementation, work in that area must stop and the agency Authorized
Officer notified immediately (36 CFR 800.13). The Native American Graves Protection and
Repatriation Act (NAGPRA), requires that if inadvertent discovery of Native American Remains or
Objects occurs, activity must cease in the area of discovery, a reasonable effort made to protect the
item(s) discovered, and immediate notice made to the BLM Authorized Officer, as well as the
appropriate Native American group(s) (IV.C.2). Notice may be followed by a 30-day delay
(NAGPRA Section 3(d)). Further actions also require compliance under the provisions of NHPA and
the Archaeological Resource Protection Act.

Threatened and Endangered Species: The proposed action would have ‘no effect’ to any federally listed
species and “no impact” to any candidate or BLM sensitive plant species.

Noxious and Invasive Plant Species: Surface disturbing activities associated with the communication site
will likely create a niche for the invasion of noxious weeds or other invasive species. The applicant will
monitor the project area for the presence of any noxious weeds and will be responsible for promptly
controlling any noxious weeds on the Colorado State List A or B (except redstem filaree) within the lease
area. If the applicant chooses to use herbicides as the control method on public lands, a Pesticide Use
Proposal shall be submitted to the BLM and approved prior to initiating any herbicide spraying.
