DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED ACTION:

The proposed action is install a 8’ x 9” steel platform above ground which would be mounted on
four 2’ x 6” foundation posts. The platform would house facilities that are needed to operate a
Wide Area Multilateration (WAM) system for the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)
WAM Program. The WAM system would be utilized by the FAA Denver ARTCC for Air
Traffic Control space over Hayden and Rifle, Colorado.

The proposed platform would be constructed within the exiting footprint of Garfield County’s
authorized (COC-11300) site. Concurrence from Garfield County has been received by the
BLM.

Once constructed, operation would be year-round and unattended. Site visits for maintenance is
expected to be infrequent by FAA maintenance personnel. Construction is scheduled to take

place early July 2008 and is expected to be completed by Summer of 2008.

Sensis Corporation is the State of Colorado Department of Transportation’s prime contractor to
design the WAM.

Additional omni antennas would be installed on Garfield County’s authorized (COC-11300)
tower.
