The Proposed Action would renew the following livestock grazing permits:

 # 051791 on Allotment # 07536 (Brown) for Peak Ranch Inc., 

 # 051785 on Allotment 07538 (Gore) for Gallagher Enterprises LLC.   

 

The Proposed Action would also renew the following livestock grazing leases: 

 # 051930 on Allotment 07760 (Curry) for Gallagher Enterprises LLC,  

# 051907 on Allotment 07762 (Davison) for Davison Family Trust,  

# 051928 on Allotment 07784 (Hinman Original) for Tom Hill.   

 

These permits and leases expire on February 28, 2009.  The permittees and lessees have applied 

to have their permits and leases renewed.  Implementation of the Proposed Action would renew 

these permits and leases for a ten year period beginning on March 1, 2009.
