During the 1999 grazing permit renewal process, Allotment 07556 (Orr) was assessed for
compliance with the Standards for Public Land Health in Colo(&temdardspn

August 17, 19981t was determined that 120 acres of the 3536 acres in the allotment did not
meet Standar#t 1 (soils) or Standard # 3§land vegetation and wildlife) due testoric

vegetation manipulation by disking and seediAgithat time, aest rotation grazing system was
implemented as the appropriate action to bring the allotment into compliance with the Standards
(Attachment 1)

Since the 1999 permit renewtie permitteehas implemented a new grazing system with
approval of the Kremmling Field OfficeThe permitteguns a guest ranch operation where the
guestgeceive a more traditional cowboy experienBach dayhie guests move the livestock
away from waterad loafing areato areas within the allotment that have sufficient vegetation
for the livestockThis results in even grazing and low use of riparian areas and reduces the
amount of time the cattlgpend loafing in one area.

To assess the results of thewgrazingregime Allotment 07556 (Orr) was reassessed for
compliance with the Standards on June 8, 2006. An interdiscipljiiyyeam from the
Kremmling Field Office determined that the allotment is now in compliance with all of the
Standards.

If the permittee decides to return to a cow/calf or yearling operation, he would be required to
follow the rest rotation grazing system implemented during the 1999 permit renewal process.
