A. Describe the Proposed Action 

 

Hellander Outfitting has applied for a new Special Recreation Permit (SRP) for day use only, 

with no camping on public lands.  The purpose of the action is to conduct mountain lion hunting 

guiding and outfitting on public lands within the entire Little Snake Field Office during the 

mountain lion hunting season, typically occurring November through March.   

 

This use would be both foot and vehicle use during mountain lion hunting season.  Two 4x4 

trucks, four snowmobiles, and three ATVôs would be the vehicles used in these operations. All 

operations will be in compliance with the Special Recreation Permit Terms, Conditions and 

Stipulations (see Attachment 1). 

 

Typical annual use is 25 clients during the mountain lion hunting season, which begins the day 

after the close of the last combined deer and elk rifle big game hunting season.  Hunting 

locations vary within the Little Snake Field Office (Game Management Units 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 10, 11, 

12, 13, 14, 15, 26, 131, 201, 211, 214, 231, 301, and 441).

The Proposed Action is in conformance with the applicable LUPs because it is specifically 

provided for in the following LUP decisions. 

 

The Proposed Action implements the Resource Management Plan Recreation Management 

objectives on page 25 of the ROD to protect and maintain a diversity of outdoor recreation 

opportunities, activities, and experiences and to provide high quality visitor services.  The 

proposed action of issuing Special Recreation Permits is in conformance with the Little Snake 

RMP/ROD.

1.  Is the current proposed action substantially the same action (or is a part of that action) 

as previously analyzed?  Is the current proposed action located at a site specifically 

analyzed in an existing document?   

Yes.  The current proposed action is part of the proposed action in the previously approved CO-

100-LS EA 03.  

 

2.  Is the range of alternatives analyzed in the existing NEPA document(s) appropriate with 

respect to the current proposed action, given current environmental concerns, interests, 

and resource values?  

Yes.  CO-100-LS EA 03 analyzed the environmental impacts of the No Action Alternative and 

the Proposed Action Alternative.  The Proposed Action Alternative was selected and approved in 

the Decision Record signed November 22, 2000.  The proposed action in this DNA is a part of 

the listed activities covered in the SRP Programmatic EA.  The current environmental concerns, 

interests, and resource values are essentially the same as those in 2000.  No new alternatives 

have been proposed by the public to address current or additional issues or concerns. 

 

 

3.  Is the existing analysis valid in light of any new information or circumstances?  
Yes.  The Proposed Action would have no disproportionate impacts on minority populations or 

low income communities per Executive Order (EO) 12898 and would not adversely impact 

migratory birds per EO 13186. 

 

4.  Do the methodology and analytical approach used in the existing NEPA document(s) 

continue to be appropriate for the current proposed action? 

Yes.  The methodology and analytical approach in CO-100-LS EA 03 are appropriate to this 



proposed action. 

 

5.  Are the direct and indirect impacts of the current proposed action substantially 

unchanged from those identified in the existing NEPA document(s)?  Does the existing 

NEPA document analyze site-specific impacts related to the current proposed action? 

Yes.  Direct and indirect impacts of the Proposed Action are unchanged from those identified in 

the existing NEPA documents.  CO-100-LS EA 03 analyzed the direct, indirect, and site-specific 

impacts of the area covered under this present proposed action.   

 

6.  Are the cumulative impacts that would result from implementation of the current 

proposed action substantially unchanged from those analyzed in the existing NEPA 

document(s)?  

Yes.  The cumulative impacts that would result from the implementation of the Proposed Action 

would remain unchanged from those identified in CO-100-LS EA 03.  No additional activities 

have been implemented on either that would change the impacts resulting from the Proposed 

Action. 

 

7. Are the public involvement and interagency review associated with existing NEPA 

document(s) adequate for the current proposed action? 

Yes.  Extensive public outreach through scoping and involvement of the public and other 

agencies occurred during the development of CO-100-LS EA 03.
