Rangeland grazing may be resincted and feed
may be requuired fo be packed, all fead supplied as part of permitted operations st be certified
weed free. The permittee shall prevent localized over graring and damage to vegetation by
parmmtted hvestock.

B. Construrtion of permanent fences or corrals 15 not permitted. Temporary Ivestock confrol
structures may be erected with advanced approval, meluding comrals and hitchimg racks, provided
