a Proposed ActioAlternative. The Proposed Action Alternatiweas selected as the preferred
alternative fothe SRP Umbrella EAnd approved in the Decision record sigdade 21, 2001 The
proposed aon in this DNA isa part of the listed activities covered in the SRP Umbrella BAe

current environmental concerns, interests, and resource values are essentially the same as those in
2001. No new alternatives have been proposed by the public tesgldurrent or additional issues or
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concerns.

3. Is the existing analysis valid in light of any new information or circumstances?

Yes. The Proposed Action would have no disproportionate impacts on minority populations or low
income communities per Exgtive Order (EO) 12898 and would not adversely impact migratory
birds per EO 13186.

4. Do the methodology and analytical approach used in the existing NEPA document(s
continueto be appropriate for the current proposed action?

Yes. TheEnvironmental Asessment Record, Little Snake Field Office, SRP Umbrella EA10®
LS-01-052 EA methodology and analytical approach are appropriate to this proposed action.

5. Are the direct and indirect impacts of the current proposed action substantially unchanged
from those identified in the existing NEPA document(s)? Does the existing NEPA document
analyze sitespecific impacts related to the current proposed action?

Yes. Direct and indirect impacts of the Proposed Action are unchanged from those identified in the
existing NEPA documents he Environmental Assessment Record, Little Snake Field Office, SRP
Umbrella EA, CO100-LS-01-052 EA analyzed the direct, indirect, andsipecific impacts of the

area covered under this present proposed action.

The Proposedction would provide for at least the minimum legal requirements for cultural
resources management and protection and would generally result in benefits through cultural resource
data acquisition resulting from required cultural resource survey work.

Previously identified sites and new sites recorded and evaluated as eligible and/or need data sites
during a Class Ill survey will need to be monitored. Initial recordation of new sites and reevaluation

of known sites will establish the current conditiortle# resource and help in developing a monitoring
plan for all of these sites. Some sites will have to be monitored more often than others. Sites that are
found to be impacted by permittedtivities will need physical protection or other mitigative

measires developed (see Attachmeit 5

6. Are the cumulative impacts that would result from implementation of the current proposed
action substantially unchanged from those analyzed in the existing NEPA document(s)?

Yes. The cumulative impacts that woulduk from the implementation of the Proposed Action
would remain unchanged fromndse identified in the existirignvironmental Assessment Record,
Little Snake Field Office, SRP Umbrella EA, €M0LS-01-052 EA No additional activities have
been implememid on either that would change the impacts resulting from the Proposed Action.

7. Are the public involvement and interagency review associated with existing NEPA
document(s) adequate for the current proposed action?

Yes. Extensive public outreach throwgioping and involvement of the public and other agencies
occurred during the development of the EA.

C. Penodic Payments: At the Field Manager’s diseretion, when the eshmated use fee 15 greater than
omne thousand dollars (31,000), a schedule for periodic payments may be amanged.

D. End of Season Payment: The actual use fee shall be deterpmned from the use reports. Payment
should accompany the post-use reports and trip logs due 30 days after the last day of use or as
specified on SEP.

1. Mo refinds of less than ten dollars (510.00) will be made.
