 Acres closed to gas leasing is low in Alternative C 

 High, medium and low potential gas locations and leased areas 

 The possibility of a management action requiring a “No net gain of routes”  

 Travel management (open closed and limited ) designations 

 Implementation level travel management and route designations (The Crown was discussed in detail) 

 Self-policing solutions are needed because BLM does not have the resources to enforce regulations 

 Need to address how recreation interacts with other resources 

 SRMA definition is confusing
