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Processing Applications for 
  Renewable Energy Development
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Complete, accurate and standardized land-status records and geospatial data are essential for processing applications for development of wind, geothermal, solar, and transmission energy projects on public lands.  Project applicants, BLM staff, and others interested in renewable energy (RE) development need the most up-to-date, accurate, and accessible Public Land Status information.  This will ensure that availability of potential sites can be efficiently researched and that projects are appropriately sited.   

Recovery Act Funding
Digitizing source documents and land status records currently available only in hard copy form (on paper or microfilm) at the Idaho State Office and validation and correction of existing geospatial data will be accomplished through contract(s). 

Benefits
BLM staff, customers, and the public will have easy access (online) to accurate, standardized land status records, cadastral survey data, and other geographic information on lands in the 1,406 Townships identified as having authorized or pending RE applications, or as being areas of potential wind, geothermal or solar devleopment.  In addition to making information more readily available, digitization will make records less vulnerable to deterioration and easier to recover in the event of disaster.
