those sampled feel the BLM should do

something to insure access to public
lands

Acquisition of additional lands of re

reational purposes is needed only in

few areas primarily to insure that

the intent of special management de

signation can be fully realized and

that utilization of recreation op
portunities can be at its highest 1ev

As use increases the private landown

may be more inclined to prohibit or

limit use on some recreationally im
