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Island Bar
This large bar becomes an island
when water levels rise. Boats can be
loaded and launched from the cobble
area after crossing the cattle guard.

Berg Ranch
This ranch was named after August
Berg, who settled here in 1864.
There have been various owners
since, including Scott Brundage, the
namesake for Brundage Mountain.

Shorts Bar
Shorts Bar is a BLM
recreation site with
toilets, a boat ramp,
and camp sites. The
large beach located
here is a very popular
place for day users.
