Enclosed is the Fire and Fuels Management Environmental Assessment (EA)/Plan
Amendment for the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) in Montana and the Dakotas.
This document replaces the Fire Management Plan EA that was available for public
review in August 2001. After the EA was released in August 2001, the analysis
was expanded to consider mechanical fuels treatments, chemical weed treatments
to support fuels treatments, and other land use plan decisions necessary to
implement the National Fire Plan and 2001 Federal Wildland Fire Management
Policy. The EA has also been updated in response to the 35 public comment
letters that have been submitted since August 2001.

Additional copies of this plan are available at each of the BLM field offices in
Billings, Butte, Dillon, Glasgow, Great Falls, Havre, Lewistown, Malta, Miles
City, Missoula, Dickinson (ND) and Belle Fourche (SD). A copy is also available
on the internet at www.mt.blm.gov.

You have the right to protest the State Director’s decision on the proposed plan
amendments if you believe that you or your interests will be negatively affected
by the proposed management, and if 1) you can document that you have
participated in the planning process and 2) during the planning process, you
raised for the record the issue(s) that you wish to protest.

Protest letters should include:

1. The name, mailing address, phone number, and interest of the person filing
the protest;

2. A statement of the issue or issues being protested;

3. A statement of the part or parts of the plan amendment being protested;

4. A copy of all documents addressing the issue that were submitted during
the planning process by the protesting party or an indication of the date
the issue or issues were discussed for the record; and

5. A concise statement of why the State Director’s proposed decision is
believed to be incorrect. Include documentation of relevant facts and
reference or cite planning documents, environmental analysis documents,
available planning records (i.e. meeting minutes or summaries,
correspondence, etc.), and include this material with the protest letter.
