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1.  Effective immediately, the following changes are included into the contract: 
a.  Page 17, Section B, add the following new Paragraph: B10.6.5 Pilots must meet all training requirements as required in Contractor’s Training Plan. 
b.  Page 19, Section B, add the following new Paragraph: B20.15 Aircraft may be released to vendor for proficiency training at no cost to the Government, if approved in advance by Government Representative. The contractor will not be charged Unavailability for these flights. 

c. Page 29, Section C, add the following new Paragraph: 

C9.4 Project Inspector (PI). If necessary, due to distance or geographic dispersion of sites, the COR may designate individuals (in writing) as Project Inspectors to monitor the contract in their absence.  These individuals may not be delegated COR authority and must immediately bring any potentially controversial matter to the COR for action.  The COR will remain the delegated Government representative directly responsible to the CO.  If delegated by the COR, the PI may sign/approve AMD-23 Aircraft Use Reports. 

d.  Page 33, Section C, Paragraph C19 is changed to read:  

The CO will designate the DDP when placing an order with the contractor. The contractor will be hired and released from the DDP or the Contractor’s Base of Operations, whichever is closest to the assigned work location. If the distance from the Contractors Base of Operations (identified in Section A) is closer to the assigned work location, the Contractor’s Base of Operations may become the DDP for that task. 

e.  Page 34, Section C, Paragraph C25 Flight Time, completely remove the 1st paragraph, “Flight time payment will begin at the DDP or the contractor’s base of operations, whichever is closest to the incident.”  
f.  Page 34, Section C, Paragraph C26 Mobilization/Demobilization, change the subparagraphs to read as follows: 

· C26.1 The contractor is responsible for all mobilization/demobilization costs to and from the Designated Dispatch Point (DDP) identified at the time the CO places the order. The Government may, at its discretion, release the contractor from the assigned work location, rather than the DDP.  

· C26.2 Mobilization (new). The contractor will be paid from the assigned DDP to the assigned work location. If the distance from the Contractors Base of Operations, (See Section A) is closer to the assigned work location than the DDP, the Contractors Base of Operations may become the DDP for the duration of the task order (See C19.1). 

· C26.3 Demobilization (new). The contractor will be paid flight time and service vehicle mileage from the assigned work location back to the DDP designated at the time of task order award. 

· C26.4 (Originally C26.2).  Flight distance will be measured using the most direct route taken from low level en route aeronauti​cal charts.  The net distance will be converted into hours of flight using the most economical cruise speed of the aircraft.  The adjustment will be determined by multiply​ing the difference in distance (hours of flight) by the flight rate stipulated in Section A.

· C26.5  (Originally C26.3). Fuel servicing vehicle mileage will be mea​sured using the most direct route taken from the House​hold Goods Carriers' Bureau Mileage Guide developed by Rand McNally and Company.

· Delete this paragraph which was originally C26.4 from the contract in its entirety.  “Distances that are greater than the point of release DDP will result in a payment to the Contractor.  Distances that are less than home base to the DDP will result in a decrease to the Contractor.”
2.  A conformed copy of Sections B and C with all of the above changes is included with this modification.  All other terms and conditions remain the same.
