This individual will be responsible for approving availability, flight times and general administration activities. The SEAT Manager is not authorized to change or waive any contract terms and conditions, or prices (see contract clause C9 and C9.4).
· A copy of the contract and all modifications are to be in each aircraft during its use under this contract.

· Prior to putting the SEAT into use the SEAT Manager will conduct a pre-use inspection as noted in contract clause C9.4.

· All services provided under this contract will be documented on Form AMD-23, Aircraft Use Report. Completed AMD-23’s should be submitted for payment to:
