Twenty-two (22) indicators for Rangeland Health were evaluated for public land on Juan Largo, allotment #63036. Ten of these assessed soil site stability, 11 hydrologic function and 13 biotic integrity. These qualitative assessments in conjunction with ecological site descriptions, field observations and quantitative information gathered from previous data collected at five study site locations within this allotment were utilized to make rangeland health determinations. Each site corresponds to a specific pasture within this allotment.  These quantitative evaluations were performed by the Roswell Field office staff starting in the late 1970's/early 1980's. These included ground and vegetative cover and composition, production, frequency, and ecological condition as calculated from these collections which have been scheduled approximately every 5 years. Most recent data collected was in 2002.
It is the professional opinion of Assessment Team, public land within allotment #63036 Juan Largo, meets Upland and Biotic Standards. There are no Riparian issues present therefore this standard was not addressed. See site notes, comments and recommendations for further information regarding this assessment. 
Recommendations: Currently, this allotment is and has been improving in overall rangeland and watershed health. Recommend that present livestock rotation continue and allow those pastures presently deferred to rest. Also recommend that those pastures where vegetation is becoming decadent be utilized to rejuvenate these areas by hoof action and conservative use. 
Current waters are adequate for all pastures except East Hasperos.  Recommend that water be made available for better livestock distribution and benefit for wildlife in this pasture by construction of a buried pipeline. This pipeline would begin at the corrals at county road and run southeast for approximately two miles to supply water here via drinkers and storage. This will be as per a Cooperative Agreement between allotee and BLM. 
Further evaluation is necessary to map polygons in those areas where brush treatments for invasives may be feasible. Most notably for cholla control in draws and drainages where scatterings may continue to encroach and surpass Moderate levels. This could be accomplished by using tools such as fire, mechanical and chemical.

Determination of Public Land (Rangeland) Health for 63036 JUAN LARGO
The Record of Decision (ROD) for the New Mexico Standards for Public Land Health and Guidelines for Livestock Grazing Management (dated January 2001) adopted three Standards for Public Land Health. These are (1) Upland Sites Standard, (2) Biotic Communities, Including Native, Threatened, Endangered, and Special Status Species Standard and (3) Riparian Sites Standard. 
The ROD also established a process for the BLM Field Offices for implementation. Through a public participation process, the Roswell Field Office developed and adopted indicators to use in conjunction with existing monitoring data to assess these standards. 
Field assessment worksheets and other available data that evaluate the local indicators were completed for this allotment. Based on these assessments, it is my determination that public land within Juan Largo allotment #63036, meets the (1) Upland Sites standard and (2) Biotic Communities, including Native, Threatened, Endangered, and Special Status Species standard. There are no public land Riparian areas on this allotment, therefore this standard was not addressed.
