Appendix B

Definitions

Road 
A travel corridor that is improved and maintained by mechanical means to ensure relatively regular and continuous use by vehicles.  A route maintained solely by passage of vehicles does not constitute a road.

Two Track
A travel corridor that has not been bladed and maintained by machinery and is at least the average width of an automobile.  A route maintained solely by the passage of a vehicle in which an average vehicle width (6 feet) is maintained. 

Single Track 
A travel corridor that has not been bladed and maintained by machinery and is at least 18 inches wide.  May be an old motorcycle track.  Generally, cattle and horse trails will not be considered existing single track routes.  The corridor must be found suitable and approved for the proposed use through NEPA review. 

Active Wash
Sandy soil-based, dry water course with no riparian vegetation and little or no other perennial vegetation of any other type. 

Previously used OHV event/race route

Previously run routes consisting of roads, two tracks, single track and active washes that are on file at the BLM Elko Field Office.  The course must be found suitable, have a Cultural Resource Survey completed, and be approved for the proposed use through NEPA review.

Cross-country travel

Any proposed course that is not on an existing road, two track, previously approved single track, active wash or previously raced course.

Appendix E

Standard SRP Stipulations for Competitive OHV Events

SPECIAL RECREATION PERMIT STIPULATIONS

Competitive OHV Events

The granting of this permit is contingent upon full compliance with the CONDITIONS (1-16) checked on the reverse side of the Special Recreation Permit Application, Form 8370-1, and the following SRP STIPULATIONS. 

The Authorized Officer (Elko BLM District Manager or designate) shall, at his/her discretion, rescind the permit and race authorization or withhold all, or some portion of, the Permittee’s bond if these stipulations are not complied with in the strictest manner possible.

This permit is revocable at the discretion of the Authorized Officer of the Bureau of Land Management upon written notification to the Permittee, no less than 24 hours in advance of the event, if in his/her judgment:

a.
On-site conditions within the permit area are such that the event would cause significant or irreparable environmental damage.

b.
Climatic factors will not allow use of the permit area for the intended event, i.e. extended rain that results in wet and saturated ground conditions.

c.
The Permittee has not complied with all the SRP Stipulations listed below and the Conditions listed on the reverse side of the Special Recreation Permit.

d.       Fire conditions are such that holding the event would threaten resources or create a public hazard.

PERMITTEE AGREES TO:

Site/Course

1.  Distribute written instructions or hold a pre-race briefing at the site to inform participants of routes, regulations, safety procedures, and other necessary directives.  These will include the following stipulations, especially those regarding cultural resources.

2.  Not erect, construct, or place any building, structure or other fixture on public lands, unless specifically authorized.  Upon leaving, the lands must be restored as nearly as possible to pre-existing conditions. 

3. Assume all responsibility for obtaining an affidavit of permission or permit to cross or operate on any non-public lands or rights-of-way on which any of the event activities occur.  Written documentation must address the legal rights granted by the non-public land or ROW holder, indicate the location (T.R.S.) of the affected land, and be provided to this office at the time of application (or as otherwise specified).  The Permittee understands that the Special Recreation Permit issued for this event DOES NOT authorize use of any private or non-Bureau lands. 

4. Inform other pertinent agencies and individuals of the event.  This may include the Nevada Highway Patrol, Nevada Department of Transportation, grazing permittees and rights-of-way and land use authorizations through which the racecourse route passes.

5.  Assist BLM employees in inspection of the racecourse before and after the race.  Pre-event course inspection tours shall be conducted at low speeds.

6.  Utilize only those authorized racecourse routes, pit areas, start/finish areas and other event locations indicated on the Authorization Letter maps provided to the Permittee.  Permittee will not mark or use any roads, trails, or washes for race routes other than those shown on these maps.

7.  Insure that the race routes are marked with brightly colored ribbon for a preliminary inspection of the racecourse within 30 calendar days after the submission of the application.  Complete any additional flagging/course identification/event location delineation as needed for completion of NEPA analysis.  Thirty calendar days prior to the event, or as otherwise indicated, any additional flagging needed for a pre-race monitoring inspection will be completed.  This may include the boundaries of the pit, start, finish and parking areas, if not already done.

a) Ribbon shall be placed often enough along the course to allow BLM personnel to follow the course.  All intersections where the course changes direction shall be double ribboned, and each route shall be ribboned often enough to insure the course can be followed with the course map.  Permittee shall notify the BLM when the course has been preliminarily marked so that an inspection can be made.

b) Previous to the event, race routes will be marked according to professional race standards of the sanctioning body (e.g., AMA guidelines).

8.  NOT TO USE PAINT OF ANY TYPE as course markers on rocks or other natural features (vegetation), with this exception: water soluble “poster” type paint that will fade away following rain and wind erosion MAY be used on the travel surface to mark hazardous rocks that cannot be moved and which present a safety threat to participants.

9.  Mark heavily any sharp corners with flagging, banners or plastic fencing, for a minimum distance of 100 feet in each direction, to prevent racers from cutting corners and destroying vegetation and/or hidden cultural or historic resources.  Permittee will address these sensitive areas with all participants and course workers at the pre-race contestants’ meeting. 

10.  Use and instruct patrol monitors to discourage vehicle travel off established roads and outside parking/pit/staging areas.  All participating vehicles will be confined to marked racecourse, camping and start/finish areas.

11. Take all reasonable measures, including publication of notices in the local news media, to inform other recreationists of the event and of associated temporary road restrictions.  Cautionary signs to forewarn other motorists of the race are required on major access routes and intersections.

12. If requested, provide a water truck at the start/finish area for dust abatement.

Safety and Property Damage

13. Assume responsibility for inspecting the permitted area for any existing or new hazardous conditions, e.g., trail and route conditions, land slides, avalanches, rocks, changing water or weather conditions, falling limbs or trees, submerged objects, hazardous wildlife, or other hazards that present risks for which the Permittee assumes responsibility.

14.  Assume full responsibility for assuring the safety of all race officials, contestants, spectators and casual bystanders. This will include:

a. Race routes adequately marked to keep contestants/racers on the course, spectators off, and to caution contestants/racers about hazards.  Separate pit, spectator and parking areas will be plainly marked and patrolled.  

b. Appropriate emergency personnel and facilities.  Generally, this will include at least (1) emergency vehicle (ambulance) capable of off-road travel and manned with qualified attendants on site during the event.

c. Flagmen to control traffic on public roads affected by the race.

d. Monitors to provide for control and safety of spectators.

e. Monitors to patrol racecourse routes during the race to account for all contestants.

f. Adequate head, eye, and body protection required to be worn by all contestants and patrol monitors.

g. Cautionary signs on major access routes and intersections to warn other motorists and recreationists of the event.

15. Abate any activity deemed by the Authorized Officer to cause harm or damage to any person, structure, property, vegetation, soil, water, cultural, wildlife or other resource. 

16. Reconstruct, repair, rehabilitate, and/or restore any government owned structure, property, land or resource (at the discretion and direction of the Authorized Officer) to its previous condition if damaged directly or indirectly by the actions or negligence of event participants.  Reparation will be made within 30 days after the event. Resource damage for the purpose of this stipulation is considered harm in excess of what would be expected from normal wear and use.  Damage to cultural resources can result in criminal and civil penalties including imprisonment and fines.

17. Provide adequate communication facilities on-site to coordinate the event safely and cope with emergencies.

18. Notify the BLM and other proper authorities immediately if death or injury occurs in connection with this event.

Resource Protection

19. Provide for the protection of, and limit the disturbance to, all cultural (archaeological and historical), visual, forage, riparian, woodland, watershed, livestock, wildlife and wild horse resources and improvements/structures that may be affected by the race.  Undertake any reasonable preventative and/or restorative measures as determined by the Authorized Officer.  This will include:

a. Instructing monitors to discourage spectators from littering, vandalism and cultural artifact collection.

b. Instructing riders and pit crews to handle oil, gasoline, and other hydrocarbon products in accordance with Environmental Protection Agency and NV State laws and regulations.  Used hydrocarbons will not be dumped on the ground but will be removed for proper recycling or disposal.  Any hydrocarbon spill must be cleaned up and spills of 25 gallons or more must be reported to the Nevada Department of Environmental Protection, the National Response Center and the BLM.  Contaminated soil shall be dug up and placed in bags or buckets to be disposed of at a landfill permitted to take hydrocarbons.  Many, but not all, landfills are permitted to take hydrocarbons; check with your local landfill for authorization.  Following cleanup, the Permittee shall reclaim the site to BLM specifications.

In addition, it is recommended that absorbent pads be placed under vehicles when refueling, particularly in designated fuel pit-stops.  Pads contaminated with hydrocarbons must be disposed of legally, preferably at a landfill permitted to take hydrocarbons.  

c. Rerouting the race course and/or relocating use areas to avoid sensitive areas identified by the BLM before the event.  This includes restricting vehicle travel in meadow and riparian areas, confining vehicle travel to roads, carefully selecting stream crossings and implementing a minimum 50 foot buffer around seeps, springs and riparian areas.

20. Not to cut fences, unless given specific approval.  Any fences that are cut or damaged as a result of racing activities will be rebuilt to BLM specifications.  This may involve a written agreement between the BLM and the race sponsor.

21.Take all reasonable measures to ensure that the participants, spectators, and casual users attracted by the event will not harass wildlife or livestock within the vicinity.

22. Require all participants to wash race vehicles thoroughly prior to arriving at the event to help prevent the introduction of undesirable plant species, including noxious weeds.

Litter and Sanitation

23. Provide adequate sanitation (e.g., self-contained chemical sanitation facilities) and trash receptacles in start/finish and spectator areas and other locations as necessary in order to provide for off-site disposal of all refuse and human waste generated during the event.  Any litter on public land associated with this event will be removed.  All spectators, participants and support crew will be informed that their trash and food items must be carried out.  This shall be in accordance with all applicable local, State, and federal ordinances, laws, and regulations.

Livestock

24. Monitor all gates opened along the race route and ensure that the gates are shut following the passage of the last contestant.  Additionally, all gates to pastures with livestock in them will be manned during the race and signed closed during pre-race activities.
Wildfire Concerns
25. Make every effort to prevent, report, control, and suppress wildfire in the event area.  The Permittee will comply with all Fire Orders for the event/activity areas.

26. Ensure all race and support vehicles have proper functioning spark arresters. 

27. Ensure all check stations have shovels and fire extinguishers readily available for immediate use in case of a fire.

Cultural Issues

28. During the event itself and afterwards (when rehabilitation work might be done) if any cultural properties, items, or artifacts (stone tools, projectile points, etc.) are encountered, such items are not to be collected.  If historic or prehistoric archaeological resources are discovered during event activities, activities in the vicinity of the discovered resources shall cease immediately and the Permittee shall notify the BLM. The BLM will, as appropriate, evaluate the significance of the find and determine the need for mitigation. 

29. Also, though the possibility of disturbing Native American gravesites within the project area is extremely low, inadvertent discovery procedures must be noted.  Under the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act, Section (3)(d)(1), states that the discovering individual must notify the land manager in writing of such a discovery.  If the discovery occurs in connection with an authorized use, the activity that caused the discovery is to cease and the materials are to be protected until the land manager can respond to the situation.

30. Inform all event participants of the fragile and irreplaceable nature of the varied prehistoric, historic and vertebrate resources they may encounter and the protection of these resources by Federal laws.  This is to include the fact that it is illegal to excavate, collect, remove, damage, alter or deface any archaeological or historic resource or vertebrate fossils.  (Collection of common invertebrate and plant fossils is permitted.)  This includes digging or causing other disturbance within archaeological or historic sites.  An archaeological/historical resource is any site, building, structure, artifact, machine, object or item of over 50 years of age that was used, modified, manufactured or produced by humans.  Prehistoric examples include but are not limited to: prehistoric camp/village sites, hunting sites, gathering sites, religious sites, all prehistoric stone tools (arrowheads, spearheads, chipping debris, cores, bifaces, grinding stones, scrapers, gravers, etc.), and all other prehistoric tools/containers (pottery and potsherds, baskets, spear and arrow shafts, atlatls, cordage, rope, etc.). Historic examples include towns, camps, buildings, homesteads, complete or fragmentary bottles, cans, tools, coins, clothing containers, equipment, etc.

Fees, Insurance, Bond Requirements

31. Pay the United States use fees or cost recovery fees.  Competitive use fees are 3% of gross receipts of the event (income from the operation of the event, including income from participants and spectator fees, food and beverage concessions, etc. with no deductions from gross receipts allowed for costs such as prizes, taxes, insurance, etc.); or $4.00 per entrant per day plus 3% from all food, beverage or other concessions, whichever is greater.   Cost recovery fees cover the cost of processing any SRP application determined to exceed 50 hours and where the use fees are anticipated to be less than the costs of processing the permit.  SRP use fees will be calculated by BLM based on the Post Use Report that is due 30 calendar days after completion of the event.  Cost recovery fees are calculated based on the staff time, vehicle use, travel and other costs documented during permit processing.  

Upon completion of the event, the total use fees will be calculated based on the post-use report and/or actual costs statement.  The Post Use Questionnaire, attached to the Special Recreation Permit (Form 8370-1), must be completed and returned to the Authorized Officer within 30 calendar days of the completion of the event.  The pre-use fees will be subtracted from the total use fees and the balance shall be paid 30 calendar days after the completion of the event.  Payment of actual costs is due 30 calendar days after receipt of the actual costs statement.

32. Guarantee that the Federal Government, the Department of Interior and the Bureau of Land Management and its representatives shall not be held responsible for personal injury and property damage that may occur as a result of the race.  The Department of Interior, Bureau of Land Management MUST be named as Additional Insured on all insurance documents associated with the event. 

33. Provide a bond for the event, at the Authorized Officer’s discretion.  This may be a payment bond or reclamation bond.  The bond is due 45 calendar days before the event, unless specified otherwise.  If the Permittee does not conform with all of the conditions and stipulations of the special recreation permit, BLM will deduct an amount equal to the damages from the face amount of the bond.  If the damages exceed the amount of the bond, the Permittee is liable for the excess.  BLM will cancel the bond or return the cash or bond security supplied by the Permittee when reclamation is complete and any final fees paid.  If the race is an annual event, the bond may be held by the BLM for the next event, if requested by the Permittee.
Post Use Requirements

34.  Provide the BLM with information to analyze the event.  The Post Use Report attached to the Special Recreation Permit (Form 8370-1) must be completed and returned to the Authorized Officer within 30 calendar days of completion of the event.  

35. Any bonds associated with this permit will be released only after the Post Use Report and any final fees have been received and all reclamation has been completed.

Clean-up and Reclamation

36. Permittee will complete all race route clean-up and any reclamation identified by BLM within 30 calendar days after the race, unless otherwise specified.  This includes:

a) Removing all ribbons, flagging, lath, arrows, and other markings from the entire course

b) Disposing of all litter, course markings, etc. at an authorized dump site.  Materials WILL NOT be buried or burned.

c) Removing all toilets, signs and any temporary facilities

c) Closing all gates opened for the event immediately after the completion of the event.  

d) Repairing any fences damaged during the event.

e) Rehabilitating/reclaiming any and/or all roads, trails or other travel paths to conditions similar to before the event.  Such work will be performed, at the discretion of the Authorized Officer, with the intention of meeting BLM’s objective of providing unimpaired travel ways.  This may include smoothing out berms, installing water bars, dragging route surfaces, reclaiming new trails created, etc.

f) Reseeding of specified areas identified by the Authorized Officer of the BLM.  Seed will be of a native seed mix specified by the BLM.  
Inspection by a BLM official will be conducted to check compliance.  If further inspections are needed, a fee of $200.00 per inspection may be assessed against the Permittee.  This fee will be in addition to any fees assessed to mitigate resource damages. 

General 

37. The Permittee must present or display a copy of the Special Recreation Permit to a Bureau of Land Management employee, law enforcement personnel or any participant, upon request.  If required, the Permittee must display a copy of the permit or other identification tag on equipment used during the period of authorized use. 

38. The Permittee shall comply with all Federal , State, and local laws, ordinances, regulations, orders, postings, or written requirements applicable to the area or operations covered by the Special Recreation Permit.  The Permittee shall ensure that all persons operating under the authorization have obtained all required Federal, State, and local licenses or registrations.  The Permittee shall make every reasonable effort to ensure compliance with these requirements by all agents of the Permittee and by all clients, customers, participants, or spectators under the Permittee’s supervision.

The conviction of a violation of any Federal or State law or regulation concerning the conservation or protection of natural resources, the environment, endangered species, or antiquities that is related to a special recreation use permit may result in the cancellation of the permit and the denial of future applications.

39. No value shall be assigned to or claimed for the permit, or for the occupancy or use of Federal lands or related waters granted thereupon.  The permit privileges are not to be considered property on which the Permittee shall be entitled to earn or receive any return, income, price or compensation.  The use of a permit as collateral is not recognized by the BLM. 

40. Unless expressly stated, the SRP does not create an exclusive right of use of an area by the Permittee.  The Permittee shall not interfere with other valid uses of Federal land by other users.  The United States reserves the right to use any part of the area for any purpose.

41. The Permittee or Permittee’s representative may not assign, contract, or sublease any portion of the permit authorization or interest therein, directly or indirectly, voluntarily or involuntarily.  The Authorized Officer may approve contracting of equipment or services in advance, if necessary to supplement a Permittee’s operations.  Such contracting should not constitute more than half the required equipment or services for any one trip and the Permittee must retain operations control of the permitted activity.  If equipment or services are contracted, the Permittee shall continue to be responsible for compliance with all stipulations and conditions of the permit.

42. All advertising and representation made to the public and the Authorized Officer must be accurate.  Although the addresses and telephone numbers of the BLM may be included in advertising materials, official agency symbols may not be used.  The Permittee shall not use advertising that attempts to portray or represent the activities as being conducted by the BLM.  The Permittee may not portray or represent the permit fee as a special Federal user’s tax.  The Permittee must furnish the Authorized Officer with any current brochure and price list, if requested by the Authorized Officer. 

43. The Authorized Officer, or other duly authorized representative of the BLM, may examine any of the records or other documents related to the permit, the Permittee or the Permittee’s operator, employee, or agent for up to 3 years after expiration of the permit.

reached the age of 21 years.

f.
Discharge, or use firearms, other weapons or fireworks.

g.
Park, stop, or stand any vehicle outside of the designated spectator area.

h.
Operate any vehicle, including an off-road vehicle (ORV), which is not legally
registered for street and highway operation within Nevada, including operation of

such a vehicle in spectator viewing areas, along the racecourse, and in

designated pit area.

i.
Park any vehicle in violation of posted restrictions, or in such a manner as to 
obstruct or impede normal or emergency traffic movement or the parking of other

vehicles, create a safety hazard, or endanger any person, property or feature.  

Vehicles so parked are subject to citation, removal and impoundment at owners 

expense.

j.
Operate a vehicle through, around or beyond a restrictive sign, recognizable barricade, fence or traffic control barrier or device.

Fail to keep their site free of trash and litter during the period of occupancy, or 
fail to remove all personal equipment, trash, and litter upon departure.

Violate quiet hours by causing an unreasonable noise as determined by the 
Authorized Officer between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m.

Allow any pet or other animal in their care to be unrestrained at any time.

n.
Fail to follow orders or directions of the Authorized Officer.

o.
Obstruct, resist, or attempt to elude a Law Enforcement Officer or fail to
follow their orders or direction.

Signs and maps directing the public to designated spectator areas will be provided by 

the Bureau of Land Management and the event sponsor.  Maps are available at the Las 

Vegas Field Office.

The above restriction do not apply to emergency vehicles and vehicles owned by the 

United States, the State of Nevada or Clark County.  Vehicles under permit for 

operation by event participants must follow the race permit stipulations.
Operators of permitted vehicles shall maintain a maximum speed limit of 25 mph on all 

BLM roads and ways.  Authority for closure of public lands is found in 43 CFR 8340 

subpart 8341; 43 CFR 8360, subpart 8364.1 and 43 CFR 8372.  Persons who violate 

this closure order are subject to fines and or arrest as prescribed by law.
