The Post Use Report is to be complete by the permittee and submitted to the BLM Office in which use occurred.  The report must be submitted within 30 days of the last day of use authorized under you permit.  Complete the form for all trips taken under the authorization of the permit for all public lands in Nevada and submit to the appropriate office. 
Use as many forms as necessary.  The information provided will be used to determine actual use and to calculate the final permit fees owed.  The information will also be used to calculate visitor use data associated with your permit.  Any information pertaining to operation problems you may encounter, and comments regarding BLMs management of the public lands and administration of your permit are requested.

Trip numbers are any numbers you choose, but they should correspond with your NDOW client record copies, which are also attached to this report.

Use the place name(s) of the use area(s) with Nevada Division of Wildlife (NDOW) Unit designators to describe the location (e.g. Stag Mountain, 073).  If only private lands are used, write PRIVATE.

The date permittee leaves local community or headquarters with clients.

Either the actual amount paid to others or the mileage allowances set by Government Services Administration (GSA).  Currently the rates are $ 40.5 cents per mile per vehicle, and $1.07 per mile per aircraft to provide transportation to the local community or permittees headquarters. (Please contact a BLM Office for current GSA rates as they change yearly).  The intent is to allow adjustments for cost paid or borne by commercial permittees in bringing their clients to local communities or permittees headquarters prior to the trip, and/or returning them from such points after the trip.  The intent is not to allow deduction for transportation cost between the local community or permittees headquarters and public lands.

The transportation cost adjustment is to be used for pre-trip and post-trip transportation only.  Allowable transportation adjustments apply to both single-day and multi-day trips.

The actual amount paid, consistent with local commercial rates.  Lodging cost paid for or borne by commercial permittees which are incurred on non-public land before or after the permitted activity may be deducted.  Costs paid for or borne by commercial permittees for lodging on non-public lands during the trip may not be deducted.

Costs for gaining access to or through non-public lands, lease of non-public lands, etc., provided that these costs are included in the advertised client rate.  Costs for services which are provided on public land (equipment rental, etc.) are not included.  Also does not include costs for lease of base camps, operation centers, etc., that clients do not use and which are not included in advertised client rates.

Total actual expense incurred for off-site transportation, lodging, and fees paid to other to be considered for deduction from the actual payments received by the permittee from all clients on the trip.

Percent of time use included public lands from time and ate of beginning to time and date of end of trip.  The percent of total trip time does not apply to pre and post trip transportation.  The time spent at lodging on non-public land during a trip may be deducted from the estimate of the percent of total trip time that the permitted use would include public land.
