RRCNCA utilizes the services and expertise of an Archeologist and some student employees
from the RR/Sloan Field Office for archeological and paleontological advice, inventory and
monitoring along with acontingent of volunteer site stewardsGraffiti is one of the most
pervasive of the threats to both the scenic ariltural resources of the NCA. Tagging,

carving, painting and other means of defacing prehistoric pictographs and geological features
(as well as upon the built environment such as toilets and signs) continues to be reported by
stewards and volunteer graifi removal projects continue throughout the year. Rock

climbers continue to need contact and education (and sometimes law enforcement) to keep
their activities from damaging rock art on their climbing routes. Recreationists continue to
need contact anceducation on the threats their activities represent to cultural features such
as petroglyphs and rock structures and open cooking pits. We are still in need of some
redesign and reemphasis to divert recreational activities away from now know cultural
features and ensure that future development stay clear of archeological sites and where
possible built structures such as trails, roads, parking lots and picnic facilities be removed and
relocated from cultural features already impacted.
