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SALT LAKE BLM FUELS MANAGEMENT





The Bureau of Land Management, West Desert District is planning a fuels reduction project on public land adjacent to Lakepoint.
When: Winter 2008/09
Why: As you know, the railroad has been the cause of many wildfires in the area.  Some may remember the Barrow Pit Fire in 2000, a fire that threatened homes, communication towers, public and firefighter safety.  

The tall, thick dry grass is very susceptible to any ignition source.  Furthermore, the decadent vegetation is prone to carry fire with a high intensity and rate of speed.  Fire management can mitigate the fire hazard through this disking and thinning project.
HOW:  The BLM will disk a 50’ project perimeter, and then Tooele County residents has offered to swath, bail and remove the grass in return for use as feed.
WHAT YOU CAN DO:  Do Your Part on Your Property.  See the attached brochure for helpful hints like landscaping and building material suggestions.  During project development fire officials have noticed some yard waste disposed on BLM land from neighboring properties.  Dumping yard waste not only adds to the fire hazard but is illegal.
