INTERAGENCY RADIO FREQUENCY USE AGREEMENT
Between
(St/Lcl FCC Licensee) and Department of the Interior, Bureau of Land Management

TO ALLOW DEPARTMENT OF THE INTERIOR, BUREAU OF LAND MANAGEMENT
ACCESS TO A (St/Lcl FCC Licensee) RADIO SYSTEM
FOR JOINT OPERATIONS OR MUTUAL AID.

This agreement is executed to comply with Sections 2.103 and 90.421 of the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC) Rules and Regulations and Chapter 8.3.3 of the NTIA
Manual of Regulations and Procedures for Federal Radio Frequency Management. It provides
for joint operations on non-government frequencies on a planned or scheduled basis in
accordance with the following stipulations:

1. The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) will submit a copy of this agreement through
their National Telecommunications Office (WO-560D) requesting issuance of a radio frequency
authorization (RFA). Operations are not authorized until approved by NTIA.

2. The BLM may utilize not more than xxxx base station(s) and/or xxxx mobile radio(s)
capable of operation on the following frequencies:

3. Use of authorized frequencies is/is not restricted to intercommunications between (St/Lcl
FCC licensee) and BLM for the purpose of _(wild land fire fighting/LE operations/etc.

4. These frequencies are limited to use within the area of (geographical area).

5. Net control is maintained by the (St/Lcl FCC licensee).

6. This agreement may be cancelled by either party on 30 days written notice and any
changes to this basic agreement must be approved by both parties prior to implementation.

7. This agreement will be reviewed every 5 years to validate continued operational

requirements.
